Cash-Use Reduction Initiatives

In Europe, the EPC plans to reduce use of cash, with SEPA devised to remove cash machines and replace them with plastic money or
mobile phones for transaction across all costumer outlets. The cashless society project by EPC is expected to start November 2017.
Most Nordic countries have taken to lead in going cashless, with Sweden topping the list. About 2.0 % of the total values of transaction
in Sweden are cash with a target to lower this to below 0.5% by 2020.
